Who: Public official if population is 5,000 or
fewer

= Spouses included

When: May 15, 2010, and each year thereafter
and May 15 of year following termination of
service

How: Prescribed form and certifying affidavit
What: Income over $250 or from 10%
ownership in a business and income if 10%
ownership in a business that receives money
from a political subdivision or state or if received
for services connected to a gaming interest

Penalties

Penalties apply to all three tiers and candidates
For delinguency

= Tier one; $500 per day

= Tier two: $100 per day

= Tier 2.1: 550 per day

» Tier three: $50 per day

Knowing and willful violation, prosecuted

= Posting of violators on Board of Ethics web site

Effective January 1, 2009

= State Board of Ethics

= Mandatory if a matter in which official or
spouse or business has an interest (r.s, 42:1112)

= May participate in discussion and debate

= Also applies to public servants and boards and
commissions

= Includes official, spouse, and business

Limited exceptions for limited time

= Public Bid contracts
= Family members (children, parents, siblings,
and spouses)
No consulting contracts
Competitively bid/negotiated contracts allowed

= Exception for ministerial transactions

Banned Activities

= Tickets to sporting events, concerts,
golfing, fishing, or hunting trips
unless &t
= Fundraiser open to public or
= Certain events where person is honoree
or speaker
= Applies to all elected officials

= Effective immediately

Food and beverage for all public
servants

$50 cap per /nvited person (e.g. 200
invited guests, 25 attend, allowance is
$10,000)

Not applicable at national or regional
state meetings
